Over 40% of micro-credit clients are illiterate when they join Fonkoze.
Limited education negatively impacts their ability to develop sustainable
livelihoods and—especially in a place like Haiti—to recover from shocks
such as natural disasters, conflict and climactic variability. Courses
include basic literacy and business skills, as well as Ti Koze (Little Chat),
a class that invites dialogue on some of the most challenging issues
women face in Haiti.
